General Guidelines
1. Prepare an original print manuscript, either poetry, fiction, drama, creative nonfiction, or a children’s story.

2. Students may work individually, or in pairs (author and illustrator for example on a children’s story).

3. Manuscripts must be written during the current school year.

4. The manuscripts are to be submitted to Ms. Hamilton. 
5. Student manuscripts should be sent electronically or delivered in person to Ms. Hamilton (linda.hamilton@yesnet.yk.ca) by April 26. 

Specific Guidelines for Manuscripts
1. Print media includes poetry, short stories, creative non-fiction, graphic novels, novelettes, children’s stories and plays.

2. Manuscripts may be illustrated.

3. Manuscripts should be 

• typed on 8.5 X 11 paper, 

• double-spaced with an inch margin on each side of the page.

4. Author’s name should be placed on a COVER PAGE, accompanying the manuscript. Include on the cover sheet: full name, grade, school, teacher contact, and title of the piece. 

5. Poetry submissions should be a minimum of 25 lines - may consist of more than one poem.

6. Manuscripts must be six pages double-spaced or less - if it is a novel, submit six pages only please.
